approved programmes in any snow sports discipline.

Recipient families must agree to;

e Submit at least two reports to grants@wanakasnowsports.co.nz These
reports should include feedback on goals, skills progress, personal
successes and can include named and dated photographs or video clips for
posting on the club’s Facebook page and local media. We prefer the first
report to be handwritten by the child recipient.

Report 1- due August 10th .

Report 2 -due October 12th.

Other personal updates are encouraged, can be in alternative formats and
will be responded to.

e Volunteer to assist the club with Grassroots and club events on or off
snow. Training and safety procedures briefings will be given prior to any on
snow participation.

Off-snow roles include active Committee membership, organising or assisting
with WSC'’s calendared events.

These include; Snowsports Gear sale , Grassroots Event, Winter Warmup
event, regular Peak Perspectives WSC evenings, Family BBQ night or movie
night, WSC Fundraisers and Alpine Race Organisation (ROC )volunteering.
Roles include setting up venues, putting up flags and banners, BBQ or food
preparations, serving food/ drinks, cleaning up and removing rubbish, helping
sort and set up medals for WSC events Prize Givings.

On-snow roles for ROC (predominantly during weekends ) include assisting
with time-keeping, gate-keeping, start marshalling, collecting bibs and
distributing treats.
